SAYS LOP HAS ‘NO KNOWLEDGE OF HISTORY’

Nadda slams Rahul’s ‘Indian
State’ remark, says Congress
‘choked’ Constitution

BJP NATIONAL president and
Union minister ] P Nadda on
Sunday accused the Congress of
having “choked” the
Constitution while it was in
power at the Centre and took
aimatthe party’s leaders, includ-
ing Leader of the Opposition in
Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi, saying
they had no knowledge of his-
tory or what their predecessors
did while in government.

Nadda was addressing an
event organised under the BJP's
Samvidhan Gaurav Abhiyan, in
honour of the Constitution, in
Ahmedabad.

Taking strong objection to
RahulGandhi's recent statement
that his party is fighting against
the “BJP, RSS and the Indian State
itself”, Nadda said, “You must
have heard - Rahul Gandhi says
fight against the Indian State. He
has neither any knowledge of
history nor anything to do with
it. I have said it a number of
times, he (Rahul Gandhi)gets his
speeches written by writers.”

OnJanuary 15, Rahul had said
his party was “fighting the BJP,
the RSS, and the Indian State it-
self” since the ruling establish-
ment had captured “every single
institution”,

Telling people to be wary of
Congress leaders, Nadda said,
“They move around carrying a
book of the Constitution. They
have not read anythingin t. They
don’tknow anything aboutwhat
their grandfather did, whattheir
great grandfather did, or what
their grandmother did. They
should have some knowledge
aboutall this.”

Earlier in the speech, he said
former Congress prime minis-
ters had imposed President’s
Rule in states several times, but
the NDA government led by
Prime Minister Narnedra Modi
never did so except in Jammu
and Kashmir.

“Even there (in J&K), it was
done after saying that elections
would be held. And elections
have already been conducted in
Jammu and Kashmir... We have
not imposed President’s Rule
anywhere (in the country),”
Naddasaid.

Invoking Dr B R Ambedkar,
Naddasaid, “He had said that no
matter how good a Constitution
is, if the people implementing it
are bad, then it will fail. And he
said that we have made a good
Constitution, but even if itwas a
bad one, if the people runningit
aregood, thenit willsucceed...
He referred to Congress as the
“bad people” inthis scenarioand
BJP as the good.

He pointed to theimplemen-
tation of Article 370, under
which Jammu and Kashmir got
special status, the imposition of
Emergency, various amend-
ments that he said kept govern-
ment decisions beyond judicial
review, and the addition of
words like ‘secular' and 'social-
ism'into the Preamble as exam-
ples of how the Congress tam-
pered with the Constitution.

He sought to contrast these
withthe Modi government's de-
cisions, such as the implemen-
tation of Goods and Services Tax
(GST), the efforts towards a
Uniform Civil Code, the granting
of constitutional status to OBC
reservation, 33 per cent reserva-
tion to women, and the banning

of triple talaq, among others.

The Gujarat Congress reacted
strongly to Nadda's remarks.

“It is the success of the
Congress party that those who
did not have any contributionin
the freedom struggle, and who
had aligned with the British,
have started talking about the
Constitution,” State Congress
spokesperson Manish Doshi
said.

“The BJP rulers have de-
throned a number of elected
governments by deploying im-
moral means and have mur-
dered democracy. Naddaji
should assess how power hun-
gry theyare,” Doshi said.

He also accused the BJP of
having damaged several consti-
tutional, educational and finan-
cial institutions in the country.

“Lastly, they have blown up
the entire system of the Election
Commission of India. Those who

FORMER CHIEF Justice of India
Ranjan Gogoi Sunday called the
proposed Uniform Civil Code
(UCC)a“veryimportant” stepto-
wards national integration and
social justice, stressing the need
tobuild consensus before its im-
plementation.

Speaking at the ‘Surat Litfest
2025 here, the Rajya Sabha MP
supported the ‘One Nation, One
Election' idea and said frequent
pollsaffect governance, strain the
administration and finance, and
cause election fatigue.

“Isee Uniform Civil Codeasa
very progressive piece of legisla-
tionthatwillreplace diverse cus-
tomary practices that have
evolved into laws,” the ex-CJI said.

The judicial system is not
about collegium, which has the
power of appointment, said
Gogoi, addingthatabout45 crore
Indians are stuck in perpetual lit-
igation and one doesn't have to
wait till 2047 to find a solution.
“You have to getit tomorrow,” he
stressed.

Discussions about the judici
ary onany forumand in the me-
diarevolve around the collegium
system of appointment, the
power of the judiciary, its over-
reach, and who is supreme be-
tween Parliamentand the judici-
ary,but notpendency of cases, he
said. “How to resolve the pen-
dency of 5 crore cases has not
been discussed, no white paper
has been published, and nobody
seems to be, pardon me, inter-
ested. But, to my mind, itis a solv-
able problem, and I think the

head of the judicial family, the
ChiefJustice of India, should take
theinitiative,” he said.

He emphasised the need to
get “good people” to become
Jjudges toimprove the justice de-
livery system.

“There are 24,000 judges in
the country. Raise thistoone lakh
and get good people out of 140
crore. People whomeanbusiness.
You have never endeavoured to
find out what this man's true
characteris.Is he compassionate,
kind? Is he agood man? Does he
have amission in life,” he asked.

As far as the new criminal
laws are concerned, they have
both “good and bad features”,
Gogoi said.

Some of the positive features
are provisions of community
service for petty offences, some
crimes being made gender neu-
tral, setting up of a director of
prosecution in every district,and
expertevidence getting more cre-
dence, he said.
